Primary Sport Premium Update Report - by Active Dorset, the County Sport Partnership
On the 26th November 2015 Active Dorset, the County Sport Partnership, were invited to visit Milborne St Andrew's Primary School.  A key role for any County Sport Partnership is to map and monitor the uses of the Primary Sport Premium for all schools who are eligible for the funding across the county.  In turn, Active Dorset inform Headteachers, Local Authorities and Sport England of local uses and impact of this funding.

Extra Curricular Activities in Milborne St Andrew - the history.


As a result of the Primary Sport Premium funding, extra curricular clubs have increased in number since 2013.   


The clubs are open to all children and they can be accessed from within the extended schools programme or as an alternative to it.  In fact, many clubs are run at lunchtimes - in answer to both the young age of First School children and the rural location of Milborne St Andrew Primary School - i.e. many children attend school via school transport and therefore are unable to stay after school.

Previously: 


In the first year, Sports club consisted of active club for YR, 1 and 2 and netball, football and active club for Y3 and 4. On average, 40 children took part in extra-curricular clubs across the year. 


2014-2015: Choice and options to participate increased in a range of activities. Across the year, two clubs run at lunchtime -  one for KS1 and one for KS2.  In the Summer term football club was added to the offer. 


For each term a new extra-curricular timetable has been created by the Olympic Legacy Leaders and participation has reached 60 children. 


Intra and Inter-school competition has increased since 2013/2014 and a range of year groups have participated in tournaments and festivals throughout the year.  They've participated in the following activities:   Football, Dance, Basketball, Multi-skills, Gymnastics, Kwik Cricket and Athletics.
